In correlation with the courses Early Monasticism, Early Christian Patristic Theology and Philosophy, 
and Ecclesiology in Ecumenical Dialogue, the candidates will broaden their knowledge by employing 
historical and theological analysis on the topics; they will be enabled to continue study at the next 
academic level and receive a rounded knowledge of history and dogma.
